LITERACY

IN DEVELOPING FOUNDATIONAL SKILLS, STUDENTS WILL:

« Demonstrate understanding of basic features of print
« Demonstrate understanding of spoken words, syllables, and sounds

o Apply grade level phonics and word analysis skills in decoding words

WHEN READING LITERATURE OR INFORMATIONAL TEXT, STUDENTS WILL:

« Ask and answer questions about key details and to clarity meanings of words and phrases
« Know and use various text features (heading, table of contents, glossaries etc.)

« Retell stories and demonstrate understanding of the central message

e Describe characters, settings, and major events using key details

 ldentify who is telling the story

e Use illustrations and detalls to describe key ideas

o« Describe similarities and differences between two texts

WHEN WRITING NARRATIVE, INFORMATIONAL, OR OPINION PIECES,
STUDENTS USE DRAWING, DICTATING, AND WRITING TO:

o Write opinion pieces by introducing the topic, stating an opinion, supplying a reason and
providing closure

« Write informative/explanatory texts by naming the topic, supplying facts, and providing closure
o Write narratives with two or more events, details, and closure

« With guidance and support focus on a topic and respond to questions



WHEN DEVELOPING LANGUAGE
SKILLS, STUDENTS WILL:

e Print all upper and lowercase letters

o Use singular verbs, plural verbs, pronouns,
frequently occurring adjectives, and conjunctions

Capitalize dates and names, use end punctuation in
simple and compound sentences, use commas, use
conventional spelling with words with common

spelling patterns, spell untaught words phonetically

Sort words into categories, define words by
categories, identify real life connections between
words and their use

Distinguish shades of meaning among verbs and
adjectives
